1.     General Instructions
 Description of the work

1.2.	Technical Requirements
1.2.1.	As appropriate all the supplies shall be provided complete with the necessary accessories and/or parts such as to ensure that the unit is capable of operating to the required technical and quality specifications. All Technical Specifications provided for the various supplies are minimum requirements, Contractors are expected to offer current models which may exceed the requirements or have additional features not specified.
