I. Project Background

The United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) together with the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Agriculture of Georgia (MEPA) have launched a new project to promote Sustainable Management of Agricultural Biodiversity in Vulnerable Ecosystems and Rural Communities of Samtskhe-Javakheti Region in Georgia – together with national and local partners and with the support of the Global Environment Facility (GEF).
